Further to your agent’s (William F. Bruss) letter of April 1, 2009, we acknowledge “WATER STONE BANK” has attempted to dishonor a “Bank Bond” 18 USC 8, without lawful reason in violation of UCC3-503, for a second time. Unless your bank can produce a “UCC Alert” establishing the “Bonded Promissory Notes” issued by the “Private Bank of Denny Ray Hardin” are non negotiable, you are interfering with commerce. This is criminal conduct under 18 USC 1951. Your general counsel is a “Foreign Agent” 22 USC 611 and his incompetence in law is leading you into criminal behavior. Many have fallen victim to these “Foreign Agents” and are now under criminal investigation. Because the bond was returned unendorsed, it could not have been presented for payment. Thus your agent has committed “Bank Fraud” 18 USC 2113 by claiming the commercial instrument is not a payment, when it fact it is legal tender. We are each accountable for our conduct, and just because you follow the advice of an incompetent attorney, does not relieve you of this personal responsibility. As the President and CEO you are accountable for the conduct of this bank and all its violations of law.
