I have a question to pose as I am a taxpayer and want to know why the Judges of the 14th Judicial Circuit Court are not following the court rules outlined by the Missouri Supreme Court? I believe these judges are wasting taxpayer dollars to deny any petitioner that has not hired a BAR Attorney their day in court. I have habeas corpus pending in the Randolph County circuit court. I have followed all the rules of court but apparently the judges do not have to follow the rules of court. They have showed preferential treatment to the opposing BAR members and have completely ignored the rules when it comes to the petitioner. Specifically rule 91.15 which states the show cause hearing is to be held no more than 5 days after the judge receives the answer to the show cause order. The judge has ordered a hearing 30 days later and completely ignoring their own rules they are supposed to follow. Why is that? This habeas corpus was filed for a man that is being held unlawfully and even the attorney general cannot produce the true cause of detention. No cause has been shown but they want to hold a hearing after this person has been released on parole. This way the judge can determine they no longer have jurisdiction to rule because he is no longer in the custody of the warden. I paid my money to have this heard in good faith yet unless you are a member of the BAR they ignore, change or alter the rules to fit into their own agendas.
