“Fraud and deceit may arise from silence where there is a duty to speak the truth, as well as from speaking an untruth.”                                            Wherefore let the record show that the court by its silence and refusal to answer is engaging in fraud and deceit.”
If the judge or others object to you asking questions or stops you, then ask “Is the court refusing judicial clarification? I need clarification to know how to proceed.”

If the judge says you should have got an attorney, state, “No attorneys I have asked know the answers to these questions.”

Start:
Are we on the record? If no, “I move the court, to place all proceedings on the record.”
For the purpose of judicial clarification and to understand how to proceed, I ask the court to answer a few questions.

1.  Under penalties of perjury, does and will the court and its officers uphold and abide by the Constitution for the United States, 1789 and all of its laws, codes, rules, regulations and policies? If no, “Then I ask for immediate dismissal of all charges and actions.”

2.  Under penalties of perjury, does and will the court and its officers uphold and abide by the Constitution for the State of Arkansas 1874 and all of its laws, codes rules, regulations and policies? If no, “Then I ask for immediate dismissal of all charges and actions.”

3. Under penalties of perjury, does and will the court and its officers uphold and abide by all standing Supreme Court decisions? If no, “Then I ask for immediate dismissal of all charges and actions.”
4. Under penalties of perjury, does the court recognize the defendant’s reservation of rights UCC 1-308? If yes, “Then I ask for immediate dismissal of all charges and actions.”                                           If no, “On what grounds are you not honoring the remedy?”                                           Note: According to Miranda, rights can be reserved at anytime.
5. Under penalties of perjury, is the appearance of the defendant in this court mandatory? If no, “Then I ask for immediate dismissal of all charges and actions.” If yes, “On what grounds?”

6. Under penalties of perjury, is there a contract that the defendant is in violation of? If no, “Then I ask for immediate dismissal of all charges and actions.”

7. Under penalties of perjury, does this court use commercial paper such as Federal Reserve notes?

8. Under penalties of perjury, does this court use securities such as checks?
9. Under penalties of perjury, is this a commercial court? If yes, “Where is the contract I am in violation of?”
10. Under penalties of perjury, is this an admiralty court? If yes, “Where is the contract I am in violation of?”                                      If it is claimed a statute court, ask “Where does either constitution or the laws establish a statute court, and where can I find the procedures for a statute court?”                                    Also “What is a human beings nexus to a statute?”
11. Under penalties of perjury, are the gold fringe flags in the court admiralty flags? If no, “Do you have proof?”                                        If yes, “Bring forth the admiralty contract I am in violation of.”
