This is further to the matter first brought to your attention in my letter of 12/26/08, and is in response to the letter received from your “Agent” dated 3/23/09, copy enclosed.  

Again, I accept your Oath of Office for value and the Oath of all others who are or may become associated with this matter.

If Deputy Carpenter had ‘investigated’ rather than merely ‘inquired’ about this matter, he would have uncovered certain contrary facts:

        1   SW never obtained an acknowledgement of identity of the one who answered her knock on the glass, as our deliberate intent from the outset was not to confirm the identity of any occupant.  To this day she could not state under penalty of perjury that she positively interviewed the client of interest rather than someone else on the property.

       2. SW reported encountering ‘hostility’ which in point of fact, was a repeated demand that she leave the property, to which she did not respond and would not respond until she was satisfied that she had obtained whatever she came to get – this was a witnessed conversation.   Thus, the statement that she left when requested was a blatant falsehood,

        3.  SW was last seen at the front of the property without visible means of transport, indicating that there was an accomplice; and, since prior to this incident, occupant(s) had just returned home, there is a strong suggestion that this was a planned intrusion – all, of course, without due process.         

Now to cut to the heart of the matter.

DeCesari’s response to APS opened the door of inquiry regarding the fundamental relationship between your department and the people.  Obviously, I am now on some sort of “hit list” by being identified – as he stated to APS – “he is known for writing letters to the Sheriff’s Department and believes that he does not have to abide by the same rules as others because he identifies as some kind of native of California.”  This is the tip of the iceberg revealing a nationwide problem.

From the Missouri Highway Patrol recently a leaked document detailed a policy of identifying, in a negative context, i.e., potential terrorists,  those among us who display signs and give support to constitutional causes and candidates for public office.  This information was intended to be disseminated to all law enforcement agencies nationwide.  When word of this got out, there was a national uproar. We will refer back to this.

And now, for a brief history lesson – Pearl Harbor.  

After the attack, the Japanese Fleet Admiral, Yamamoto, is reported to have said, “I fear we have awakened a sleeping giant, and filled him with a terrible resolve.”  That ‘sleeping giant’ is awakening at an ever increasing rate and realizing how they have been handled as mere chattel property of the corporation, financially stripped, with constitutional rights ignored and trampled on.  It won’t be long before you will not be dealing with just ‘one little old man in tennis shoes,’ but rather a very large segment of the populace – and they won’t be all that old. 

Your continued disregard for our Fourth Amendment rights as evidenced by the word and deed of your “agents” indicates quite clearly that we must continue to pursue this matter, and try to get some semblance of constitutional performance out of the public sector in Ventura County.

Another incident of trespass occurred on Friday, March 3, 2009.  I was not at home, but the party who answered the door was met by a sheriff’s deputy and an FBI agent.  After a bit of conversation, their identity was requested.  They showed badges. However, the only evidence of identity was a couple of scribbled names and a phone number on a sheet of note pad, copy enclosed.     

Under FOIA, we are requesting three items of information from your office; first, copies of this string of letters referred to by DeCesari, as we have no recollection of launching any letter writing campaign to the Sheriff’s office during our fifty years of living here in Ventura County; second, complete identity with full given names of the two agents mentioned above who came on my property on 3/3/09; third, provide me with complete file data past or present which forms the basis for DeCesari’s categorizing me as being some kind of ‘odd ball’ or ‘nut case,’ as per the procedure revealed in Missouri. 

Be Noticed, Sheriff Brooks, that this letter is to clarify, once and for all, that I do not, have not, and will not, advocate anything that is not in strict accordance with the Constitution for these united States of America; and this is in accordance with the Oath of Office which I have held for over sixty years.

Now, I am not a law specialist, but it is my understanding that since all public servants carry a bond, one avenue of redress is to inquire about performance under their bond with the State Insurance Commissioner.  Also, it is my understanding that the condition of Martial Law declared by Mr. Lincoln in 1861 is still in effect, and in the absence of Constitutional procedures, one can seek assistance from the Judge Advocate General.  We hope such extremes do not become necessary.
