Dear Mr. Erbey:


On January 12, 2009, OCWEN FINANCIAL CORPORATION was served by “Certified Mail” 7008 1830 0004 2111 0662 on the branch in Orlando, FL., a “NOTICE OF CRIMINAL COMPLAINTS”. In accordance with the rules of commerce service on the agent is service on the principal, the Notice obligated the agent to forward the Notice to the President, CEO and/or Board of Directors. By law, “OCWEN” has been properly served with “NOTICE OF CRIMINAL COMPLAINT” and “NOTICE AND DEMAND” by “Affidavit”. If you have not received this, you were supposed to two weeks ago.


I, am a “Private Banker”, who has acted on behalf of my principals to pay off debts at “OCWEN FINANCIAL CORPORATION”. “OCWEN FINANCIAL CORPORATION” has received “Bonded Promissory Notes” for these “debts”, has refused to credited this payment to the account, returned it without lawful reason for dishonor and has obstructed the “Commercial Instrument” Thus, “OCWEN FINANCIAL CORPORATION” has “Robbed” my “Private Bank” of this payment without crediting the account. “Bank Robbery” is a crime under 18 USC 2113. The “Principal” who has been defrauded of his right to contract (42 USC 1981) with me to payoff his debts is as follows:

Your “Agents”, are in violation of UCC Regulations, United States Codes, GAAP and Commercial Banking Regulations. Unless, this account is credited and the obligation removed within the 30 days allowed by law, from January 16th 2009, I will take action against you to enforce my “Commercial Instruments”. As the CEO, you are responsible for the conduct of your “Company”. Your “Agents” engaged in “interference with commerce” 18 USC 1951, are subjecting you to criminal prosecution for their conduct.  My “Bank Records” reflect this account has been paid in full. The Principal’s records reflect it has not been paid. The “Bonded Promissory Note” has not been “dishonored” by lawful reason within UCC3-503 and within UCC3-603 the debt is paid. Unless the account is credited, within the time limit, “embezzlement” and “theft” are lawfully established. These will be presented to the “Judge Advocate General” in the “Admiralty Jurisdiction” of “Equity” for investigation and prosecution. 

   I sincerely hope, this information will be received as a problem that demands your immediate attention. Your staff may be attempting to keep this problem from you and acting in ignorance of the law of “Commerce”. They believe they are above the law, but you and I know, “NO ONE IS ABOVE THE LAW”. Ultimately, you are responsible for the processing of “Commercial Instruments” by your company. I hope this aids you in seeing where the problems are and allows you to make the necessary corrections.
